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Middle Deck: Galley
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Food was cooked here for all the passengers and crew

First Class Passengers had four meals a day

on stops along the way.

Two people were needed to turn the wheel.

You had to face the bow (front) of the ship while steering.
Because the SS Great Britain is so long you can’t see what’s happening at the
bow if you are steering. Somebody would have to shout orders from the flying

bridge (in the middle of the deck).

Why do you need two people to steer the ship?

- Because it would need a lot of strength to turn the wheel.

What sort of things do you think the sailors would be looking out for at sea?
- Other ships, icebergs, whales, and land
